alternatives just by themselves. This leads to the urgent need for them to act according
to an ethics. But which ethics, the authors ask? The ethics of the designers, the one of
the Companies, the one of this or that religion? An ethics of robots themselves? Who can
decide the moral parameters to use, setting the limits according to these, and can a
certain ethics be better than another? Moreover, what is ethics, at the end? Is it a
universal value, is it a natural or a positive one, is it immutable or susceptible of change
s over time? Are robots evolving from full-controlled machines to social agents, and then
to full moral agents finally? Are the artificial intelligences becoming artificial “persons”? Do we have to recognize them a
moral status, and a legal one? Can we provide for robots rights, moral and legal duties, and can we judge them for their
actions, holding them personally responsible? Can we punish them if they act wrongly? And if yes, how, just switching them
off, destroying them, or perhaps fixing them to don’t fail anymore? Otherwise, who must be held responsible for their
actions? The authors pone these and many other crucial questions, usually leaving them open (too much open, sometimes;
the reader might have the feeling that the most of them are quite unsolvable, by their nature), always underlining the
importance to reflect about the matter, though; and warning at the same time against the consequences of a mass diffusion
of robots, facing from the front and without preconceptions the benefits and the potential risks related to their utilization as
workers, as companions, as caregivers, as killer soldiers, even as lovers or sex partners. What emerges by this reading is at
least one point: whether it provides or not a moral and a legal standing for robots, humanity needs to be ethical in robots
applications, for the safety of the humankind itself. Philosophers, engineers, ethicists, lawyers and the public opinion in
general are strongly supposed to pay the due attention to such a hot topic, before it’s too late; taking all the time needed for
the debate, and trying to not be overwhelmed by the fast, seductive and unethical scientific development, too often greatly
influenced by commercial trends.
